UNIVERSITA DEGLISTUDI
DEL SANNIO
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Benevento, the province's capital of the
same name, is located in the Apennine
hinterland of Campania, in the southern
part of Sannio.

The city, located in a valley, is crossed by
the rivers Calore and Sabato; from it you
can see, to the west, the peaks of the
massif of Taburno-Camposauro, the
Dormiente del Sannio, to the east, the
slopes of the Dauni mountains, to the
north-west, Monte Mutria and Matese,
and the south the Partenio. The city was
called first Maleventum, then
Beneventum and finally Benevento.

Benevento was a Sannitic, then Roman,
later Lombard, and finally, a papal city
with a significant historical, artistic, and
archaeological heritage.




The city, according to legend, was founded by the Greek Diomedes,
after the destruction and fire of Troy. The foundation seems to have
been made by the Osci and the city would then pass to the Samnites.
Ceramics and bronzes of the 8th and 7th centuries are the city's pre-
Roman period testimonies. After a long resistance, the Samnites
surrendered definitively to the Romans in 268 B.C., who renamed it
Beneventum.

Some important Roman monuments, such as the Arch of Trajan and
the Leproso Bridge, still enrich and beautify the city.

During the Middle Ages, Benevento was conquered first by the
Goths, then by the Byzantines and, in 571, by the Lombards, whose
domination lasted until 1077, when the city became a papal duchy
until Italian unification.

The only exceptions, between
1798 and 1799, the city was first
occupied by Ferdinand IV of
Bourbon and later became part
